REY COLPITTS, director, West
Vancouver Canadian Legion, burns
mortgage at annual meeting.

Soon the membership grew too large to be accomraddatthe Ferry Building meeting room and stepsewtken towards
building the present legion hall on tax sale lanaldm available by the municipality. A separate bogdcompany was formet
under the Societies Act and funds were obtainenh fitee canteen fund. B.H. Harrison collected consiole money from outsid

sources.

The members themselves voluntarily cleared thandtdid the actual work of building under the sujsgon of Colin Turner who
was a building contractor.

The building was finally opened with a grand cohaar June 30, 1930, with the official ceremonietngpeconducted by thg¢
Dominion President, Brigadier General W.W. Fosfne hall remained the property of the building camp of which the
shareholders were Branch members. In the late $38@ early 1940’s, a Turner built clinker type twas yearly raffled off as 4
fund raiser for paying off the mortgage. Over tleang there have been many mortgages and some nsehaakto be guarantofs
of the mortgages.

In October 1945, the Branch first applied to thgqudr Control Board for a Veterans Club license.sThias not an easy task. |n
those days, West Vancouver was considered a sedcaty area”. After much letter writing, the LiquGontrol Board decided tg
call a plebiscite for West Vancouverites to votewdrether or not the Legion should be given a lieei@n February 18, 1948, tije
plebiscite went to the voters and it was defeated.

In 1954 with a change in Government, the Branchiragpplied for a liquor license. Approval was ohtad from the Liquor
Control board before most of the community realitest we had applied. We agreed that we would pehdor business until thp
basement was renovated as the new lounge. The B@stained a $5,000.00 mortgage. Three “new yourw/IMimembers”
acted as mortgage guarantors for the Branch — Répit6S, Alex Laing and Ken Wells. The reconstraatiwithin the building
was largely done by volunteer work parties. We iawa a legitimate bar and hopefully as source aémae.
