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POPPY CAMPAIGN REPORT
Cde. Colin Fleming

S~ Remembrance Day has again come and gone, and the attendant poppy campaign is more or less over for another
Y‘_?r year. Through the efforts of many members, the campaign can again be considered to have been a success and
proof of the spirit of volunteerism existing within the Branch. That said, the failure to fill all the available tagging

times was a disappointment. With over 600 members it should be possible to fill the approximately 340 shifts, particularly as a

number of members, many of whom are our more senior members, perform more than one shift, in some cases several.

Revenues from the campaign, which in recent years have exceeded $50,000, are derived almost entirely from four sources
(tagging, donations, wreaths and boxes placed in various locations). Of this total, tagging has historically accounted for between

50% and 60%, and is of course the most visible activity associated with the campaign.

At the time of writing, cash from all sources, other than wreaths, has now been substantially received and counted, and the total is
over $51,000. Of this amount, tagging revenues were approximately $31,000 which compares with just under $30,000 in 2009.
The increase is attributable to much higher revenues from the B.C. Ferries site which more than offset a very slight decline in cash
received from other sites. Regrettably, the B.C. Ferries site was not well-attended in 2009, and the improved result from that site
was a direct consequence of greater participation. Records show the site can be very financially-rewarding, and should be a prior-
ity every year. Once all the remaining boxes are counted and all wreath revenues received, we should just surpass $60,000. A

very creditable effort.

As earlier noted, our total revenue for each of the last few years has exceeded $50,000, and each year we hope to improve on the
previous year. This objective is clearly more attainable if all of the planned tagging shifts are filled. Even though we achieved a
respectable level of participation, overall attendance was greatly aided by the involvement of the West Vancouver Ladies Soccer
Club, as well as cadets from the Navy, Army, and Air Force. Despite their support, there were still over 70 locations and times
which were not filled. How would we have done if these sites had been filled? Hopefully next year we can improve our coverage.
In that context we again remind all members that their membership oath references active participation in the annual poppy cam-
paign. Regrettably, a number of members choose to conveniently forget or wilfully disregard that commitment. Acceptance of

your obligation and honouring of your pledge would be much appreciated and of undoubted assistance.

Lastly a big “thank you” to all who volunteered their time during the campaign. Without their efforts it would not have happened.
